 SJS Takes 1st Place Awards at the PJAS State Competition 

St. James School students participated in the State Competition of the 
Pennsylvania Junior Academy of Science (PJAS) that was held on May 17th at 
Penn State University.  Students that earned a first place award at the Regional 
PJAS Competition on February, 27, 2010 were eligible to compete at the State 
Competition.  Over 3,000 students in grades 7-12 from hundreds of schools 
throughout the Commonwealth participate in the PJAS State Competition each 
year.  Four of our twelve competing students from St. James earned a first place 
award at the regional competition and went on to compete at States last week.  
Representing SJS in 8th grade were: Sarah Cullo who earned a FIRST PLACE 
award for her botany project "River Water's Affect On Plant Growth", Jack Matten 
earned a SECOND PLACE award for his behavioral science "Righties or Lefties:
